How can you help at home?





Listen to your child read on a regular basis. Sharing a book or other reading material is an excellent way to help them improve their reading skills and exposure them to other forms of language. Please feel free to write any comments in your child’s reading record. Your child is welcome to do so too. An adult must sign the reading record to confirm reading has taken place at least 4 times a week. We ask that home reading books come into school daily so that staff can generate book talk with your child whenever possible. It is also helpful if you could do this at home to further extend your child’s understanding of what they read.





Children are set homework regularly throughout the week. They have continual access to Times Table Rock Stars for regular times table practice, as well as Mathletics. It is expected that a sound knowledge of times tables is known by the time pupils reach Year 5.





Sometimes alternative pieces of Maths, English, Science or Topic work may be set. Your child is informed each week about what they need to complete and the dates for handing each piece of work in. 


Spellings and reading are additional and ongoing. 





Please ensure children complete their homework. Homework should be neat and reflect the child’s best work. Work that is not submitted on time, or not to the expected standard, will be completed during morning break times. 





Other information


Every Friday, the children will be tested on their spellings which will have been studied in the previous week’s lesson and practised throughout the week for homework.
