English  


In English this term we will be looking at myths, newspaper articles and poetry based around the theme of Romans. The children will be reading a selection of texts, identifying the features and using these to write similar stories of their own.


English also includes weekly grammar and spelling activities. The focus this term will be to ensure correct punctuation of all sentences (including question punctuation and apostrophes). We will also focus on using conjunctions – when, before, after, while, because – both in writing and speaking. Miss Ashton will be supporting the Owls on Wednesday, Thursday and Friday afternoons.





Maths


We will be revisiting and extending our knowledge in a range of maths topics such as place value, number, calculations, fractions, shape and space and handling data.  We will also be continuing to take weekly written mental arithmetic tests and it is important that your child knows their times tables to recall answers quickly and accurately.

This year the history element of our Topic work will be taught so that all the children in the Owls have a coherent understanding of how Britain was shaped by the Stone Age and how various groups of Invaders and Settlers impacted upon Britain.


Owls will be enhancing their map and computing skills by using maps/atlases to locate various places relevant to each theme of study


We will also use Art and Design Technology to further enhance our knowledge and enjoyment of this topic. If conditions allow, then the Owls will also have the opportunity to go on a trip in the local area to further enhance their learning.
