
Computing


This term, the children will design, create and evaluate a game. We will then move on to databases later in the term. 





Science:


This term, the children will learn about the life process of reproduction in some plants. Working scientifically, children will observe the changes to plants as they develop. 


In the following unit, we will study the growth and development of humans and animals and Life Cycles. Children will describe the changes as humans develop to old age and research the gestation periods of other animals and compare them with humans. Finally, they will describe the differences in the life cycles of a mammal, an amphibian, an insect and a bird. 





RE:


Our topics for this term are Loss, Death and Christian Hope, and Daniel. In the first unit, children will be given an opportunity to ask questions, and discuss feelings about loss, death and heaven. They will be encouraged to think about and respond to the key questions in a safe, caring environment. In the second unit, children will realise that there is more to discover about Daniel than just his escape from the lion’s den!





PE:


In our P.E. lessons, the children will take part in a variety of team sports activities relating to Cricket and Rounders, focusing on: hand-eye coordination, ball skills, tactics and playing as a member of a team. 


PE will continue to take place every Thursday morning this term. Please ensure that your child has a full PE kit in school. This can be taken home at the end of each half term for washing. 





We strongly encourage the use of a roll-on deodorant to apply before and after the session.





Curriculum News:


English: 


This term, we will be reading some classic fiction, enjoying stories by a significant author, forming discussions and debates and writing a short narrative. These units of work will link to our topic work (Beautiful Blackburn). Our English lessons also include weekly grammar and spelling activities and homework may be set relating to this. Pupils will be exposed to a wide variety of texts to extend their understanding of different types of writing.





Mathematics:


This term, the children will recap and extend their knowledge; they will be required to use their reasoning skills and apply what they have learned in previous terms this year. We will focus on number during the first few weeks of term, moving on to calculating fractions and percentages of quantities. We will be ordering and comparing numbers (including decimal numbers), and placing fractions, decimals and percentages on number lines and relating such concepts to real life problems. 


Please encourage your child to practise their times tables. Rapid recall of times table facts speeds up the children’s mental methods and can be applied to so many other areas of both written and mental calculation, including division, fractions and percentages to name a few. 





Topic (Art, DT, Geography, History):


In Geography and History, we will be studying how Blackburn has changed over time, in particular carrying out map studies and looking at local architecture and land use for evidence of the past. We will be researching in the library, going on a local tour of key areas of our town and visit the museum to study artefacts and learn about Blackburn’s rich history.  


We will then study the work of a local artist and apply perspective, tone and contrast to a painting of a scene of the town, using our sketching and painting skills and techniques that we have practised. 


Pupils will also make their own vegetarian Lancashire Hotpot, hopefully with tasty results!
