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Hawks’ Curriculum News


English: 


In English this term, we are reading Greek fables and delving into our class reader, ‘Who Let the Gods Out’. We will be identifying the features of fables and writing some of our own, with other work incorporated around our class book. Our English lessons also include weekly grammar and spelling activities, plus daily vocabulary sessions. Occasionally, homework will be set related to our English units. 


Mathematics:


In Mathematics, the children will initially focus on number and place value, followed by addition and subtraction. They will then be moving on to study fractions, decimals and percentages. Throughout topics, children will be assessed on their application of these skills; for example, they will be asked to solve word problems and prove or disprove mathematical statements. Children should already have rapid recall of times table facts on entry to Year 5 as it really boosts children’s mental methods. Please test your child regularly by asking them a range of times table questions at random. This will consolidate their knowledge and help their confidence grow across many aspects of mathematics; the practice really does help!


RE:


The children will be exploring how and why Christians read the Bible. They will be thinking about how the Bible guides Christians. We will then move on to study the gospels of Matthew and Luke. 


PE: 


The children will be developing their team, leadership and sporting skills, with some sessions given by the class teacher in the first term, followed by gymnastics and Yoga in Relax Kids sessions.


Spanish: In Spanish lessons, children will continue to write and speak common Spanish phrases, building upon their previous learning.

Science: �


Children will begin their Year 5 Science lessons studying Earth and Space within our Solar System. They will be looking at the relationship between the planets, the sun and the moon. Following this, we will move on to look at Forces. Children will investigate scientifically and draw conclusions based on their findings throughout their practical scientific studies.


Computing: 


The children will be learning to code, and design and construct their own games on the computer, using the relevant technical software. They will also develop their awareness and resilience throughout the online safety topic that will be expected in all aspects of internet exposure and use. The use of Google Docs will also be a focus throughout the curriculum, with children having the opportunity to present written work digitally. 


Topic (Geography, History, Art & DT): 


This term is all about Ancient Greece and its impact on the wider world. The children will geographically locate Greece on maps and learn about its terrain, climate and natural / human features. Children will study the lifestyles and culture of the Ancient Greek people and their influence upon our modern lives today. 


In Art, will study and recreate some pieces of Greek pottery using a variety of techniques and modelling and add historical patterns to them at the end.


In DT, children will be exploring pulleys and gears and understand how the mechanisms work. 


Music: Children will learn to demonstrate and explain how pulse, rhythm and pitch connect in a song or piece of music, using instruments to help them. They will also have the opportunity to read, write and compose their own musical pieces.
