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How can you help at home?





Please write any comments in your child’s reading record about how your child is reading. An adult must sign the reading record at least 4 times a week to confirm reading has taken place. Children will choose a fiction and non-fiction book for their home reading and these books will be changed on a weekly basis. Children will also have access to the school library each week, as well as the class library. 


Please encourage your child to read a variety of texts and question them on their understanding. It is vital that children are exposed to and engage with plenty of stimuli, which will spark keen interests in both the real world and their imagination. 





Weekly spellings will be given with words to be learnt for a test the following week. Spellings form a vital part of assessments in upper key stage 2 and are expected to be used in the children’s writing, so it is imperative that they learn all the words thoroughly.





Mathletic activities and TT Rockstars will be available for your child to practise mathematical skills taught in class; again, these are set with the aim that the children revisit and revise skills taught throughout the year in Maths, so they must be completed for weekly homework.





Please ensure that your child has a full PE kit in school, which will take place on a Tuesday afternoon. The correct PE kit is essential in order to complete the activities and games stated in the National Curriculum.
