Instead, your child should read a few pages and then you should
ask your child questions about what they have read to check that
they have understood it. Reading is not just about recognising the
words on the page - it is being able to describe what has
happened and why. There are often questions in the front or back
of a reading scheme book to help you with this.

Listening to your child read regularly is the best way you can help your child to succeed
in their learning.
